These steps mount to an extremely strong part af yehicle, the back side of its rocker
panels. For the proper position of the step, thetfedge of the seat while in normal
driving position should be in line with the centéthe step. For personal preference or to
avoid any obstruction that may be on the backsideeorocker panel, the step can be
moved towards the front or the rear of the vehicle.

Assemble two mounting brackets to a step as shovdiagram A using the 1/4" hardware
provided and with your 5/32" Allen wrench and 7/1&ench.

Take that assembly and slide it in from the frdrhe vehicle between the Black
Emissions Tank and the Body Metal as shown in RiagA.

Position the step assembly in the general locasoshown in Diagram B. Note: If you
position the front bracket on the Optional Mountiigrface you will not need the Optional
Wedge Washer but your step will be positioned nfioreard. Check this location to be
sure it is correct for you.

Using the Mounting Brackets as a guide, take aipand mark the center of each

Go back and drill out the 1/8" hole with a 11/32illdit. Remove all burrs.

Slide the step assembly back into position. With3H.6" hardware provided, hand tighten
the step to the vehicle.

If you are using the Wedge Washer, position it sovwthat it takes up any slack between
the front Mounting Bracket and the Vehicle Body BletSee Diagram B.

Take the drill motor again and drill out the hotelee top of the front Mounting Bracket.
Drill through the Wedge Washer and Vehicle Body allet

Take the 1" Hex Sheet Metal screw provided withry@ 6" socket wrench and securely
tighten the screwNOTE: You will not be able to put a Hex Sheet M etal screw on the
back M ounting Bracket due to interference from the Black Emissions Tank.

Go back and securely tighten all the 5/16" hardware

Repeat all of the above for the passenger sidewf yehicle.

The passenger side will not have the Black Emissitank in your way so you will be
able to place the Step Assembly into position easid you will be able to install the Hex
Sheet Metal screws for back Mounting Bracket.

Use silicone on all drilled areas to insure a lvetieather resistant installation.
