POST-INSTALLATION

Chock front weels and jack up rear of vehicle. Place jack stands under frame rails.

Disconnect ABS clip from bracket on axle.
Support rear axle with jack.
Remove all nuts on factory U-bolts.

Remove factory U-bolts and axle mounting plate.

Lower rear axle slowly until there is enough space to install block between axle and leaf spring.
Position new block and align with locating pin on leaf spring. (Tapered blocks: Narrower end faces front of vehicle)

Raise axle until block contacts leaf spring.

Install new U-bolts over saddle on leaf spring and over axle.

Re-install axle mounting plate.
Secure U-bolts with included nuts and tighten.

Slide ABS wire clip at frame until enough slack is obtained.

Lower vehicle and torque all hardware.
Re-install ABS clip in bracket on axle.
