1. Remove all the contents from the shipping box amdiom that you have all the items listed above.

For TrailRail equipped vehicles skip to Step #9
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2. Open the tailgate and remove the trim panel froenniher surface. See Figure 1

3. Drill through the plastic trim panel in the (4) indted locations (See Figure 2),
and clean edges of holes as required.
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4. Replace the trim panel onto the vehicle tailgate.

5. Place the (2) #11.1 Spacers in the upper holeshen(®) #11.2 Spacers in the lower holes. See Eigur

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6. While holding the #349 Lockbox in place, insert theunting hardware through the mounting holes efltbckbox in the
sequence shown in Figure 4. #11.4 Screws (2"used in the upper mounting holes, and #11.5 Sc{28£3") in the lower
holes.NOTE: This step is most easily accomplished with help, or another means of supporting the lockbox at the correct

elevation.

7. Tighten mounting hardware to 8 ft-lbs(10 N-m).

8. Install the removable shelves (#8 and #9) by ptatie short flanges into the slotted rail thatditiee back of the Lockbox. The
(2) #11.8 Screws may then be installed and tiglitéadnold the trays in place during travel. SeguFé 5.

CAUTION: Overtightening of the #11.8 Screws will spread the slot and make it ineffective for holding the shelvesin future
installations.

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15. Tighten mounting hardware to 8 ft-lbs(10 N-m).

16. Install the removable shelves (#8 and #9) by ptatie short flanges into the slotted rail thatditiee back of the Lockbox. The
