STEP 1: Support the front axle with an adjustable jack. STEP 3: Remove both front shocks and lower mounting bolts.
STEP 2: Unbolt both front brake lines from the frame. STEP 4: Unbolt both front sway bar end links from the axle.
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STEP 5: Lower the axle and remove both coil springs and rubber
isolators.

STEP 6: Grind lip on the front bump stop holder approximately
1/3 of the front diameter.

STEP 7: Install new spacers, using provided 7/16”
hardware, then re-install the rubber isolators.

STEP 8: Re-install the coils, jack the axle up, then re-attach the
shocks to the axle.

STEP 9: Re-attach both brake line brackets and sway bar end
links and tighten.

STEP 10: Rear suspension—Support the rear axle with an
adjustable jack and unbolt both shocks at the axle.
