1. Using a flat screwdriver, remove three push pins from the flat plastic piece on top. Do this to both
sides of the vehicle.

9. Dirill a 1-1/4” hole into the frame, so the nut
plates can go through. Do this to both sides
of the vehicle.

8. Using a flat screwdriver, remove push pin
(see white arrow) and then using a utility
knife, cut along dashed line shown in the
photo above (see grey arrow). The plastic
piece will not be reinstalled and can be
discarded. Do this to both sides of the
vehicle.
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Using a 15MM socket, remove two (2) bolts
from the front of the bumper. Do this to both
sides of the bumper. Slide baseplate straight
back, so that the holes on the baseplate line
up with the existing holes of the bumper.
Reinsert the existing bolts and tighten down,
so the bolts are snug. Do this to both sides of
the baseplate.

Attach the permanent baseplate safety cables
to the provided convenience link on the
baseplate. Secure the cables to a solid piece
of the frame as described in the instructions
included with the permanent baseplate safety
cables. Be sure the safety cables do not rub
against any hoses or moving parts. Do this to
both sides of the vehicle.

Using the baseplate as a template, drill the
two (2) bottom holes into the frame with a
17/32” drill bit. Insert the 1/2” nut plates into
the frame and align with drilled holes. Insert a
1/2"-13x1-1/2” hex bolt and 1/2” lock washer
into each hole and tighten down with Loctite
Red. You will then need to finish tightening
down the front two (2) bolts. Do this to both
sides of the baseplate.

Align the fascia to its original position and
using a hack saw blade, remove area around
attachment tab receiver to allow for it to come
through fascia. Do this to both sides of the
vehicle.

Be sure that ALL electrical connections
are plugged in properly and functioning
BEFORE installing the fascia.
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Install the tow bar and safety cables according to
the instructions provided in their packages. When
demonstrating this to the customer, be sure to
include all the contents and packages.

Do NOT substitute other devices if the tow bar
pins and clips are misplaced.
