The front bumper is removed and the lower plastic rock guard is temporarily removed.  Holes need to be drilled.
Use Loctite on all hardware.

1. Open the hood and remove the three 8mm
screws from the top of the headlights.  Pull headlights
out slightly and disconnect wiring, set head lights
aside.

4. Remove the screws forward of the tires
fastening the fender molding to the bumper fascia.

3. Remove the 8MM bolt at the inside seam of
the fenders and bumper fascia located behind the
headlamp.

2. Remove the two 10MM Hex bolts from the top
of the bumper fascia.

5. Pull molding out slightly and remove the 8MM
bolts fastening the bumper fascia to the front fenders.

6. Remove the push pins from the bottom of the
bumper fascia.  Pull off the bumper fascia from the
vehicle and set aside.  Remove the rock guard
connected to the lower cross member.
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7. Approximately 8 1/2" in from the outside of the
bumper, is a hole which needs to be drilled to 1/2".  Do
this for both sides.

8. Insert the bolt plates through the ends of the
bumper and into the drilled holes.  Place the baseplate
up to the bolts and with the 1/2" lock washers and nuts
fasten baseplate to the bumper and tighten according to
the chart in the General Instruction Sheet.  For the
2002-03 models use 1/2" spacer plate between
baseplate and metal bumper as shown in drawing on
last page.

9. Use the two 3/8" holes on the outside of the
baseplate braces as templates and drill holes.  Use 3/8"
hardware as shown in the drawing on page three and
tighten.

10. Drill out the bottom holes for the baseplate
lower brace that extend to the lower cross member,
both sides.  Use 1/2" hardware according to drawing
on last page.   Insert the nut plates through the holes
on the bottom of the cross member.  2002-03
Models - Be sure to insert item 11 between cross
member and lower brace.

11. Hold the bumper up to its original position,
mark and trim the grill to allow the attachment tabs to
extend through the grill.  Hold the rock guard up, mark
and trim so it can be replaced also.   Replace the
bumper and rock guard, connect electrical plugs for
the tail markers and headlights.

12. Installer:  Be certain to give instruction sheet to
customer.
