Bracket Installation: Locate the existing bolts on the correct body mounts of the chassis. Remove them and install the
brackets. Use the M12 x 1.75 x 120mm Hex Head Bolts with the Flat and Lock Washers. Do not tighten. (See lllustrationl).

Side Bar Installation: Hold the side bar up to the brackets and install using the %2" x 1 2" Hex Head Bolts with the Flat and
Lock Washers. (See lllustrationl).

Tighten the body mount bolts. Then align the Side Bar and tighten the Side Bar bolts.

Recheck bolts periodically.

Passenger side mounting brackets are very identical in the design, suggest referring Parts Identification guide to avoid fitment issue.
3. Products are thumping / rattling after installation.

5. Missing / Excess Hardware.

6. Product notinstalling properly.
